Guarantees reproductive freedom in the California Constitution,

including the right to have an abortion and the right to use
contraceptives.

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Allows in-person sports betting at designated horse racetracks
and at casinos operated by federally recognized Native American
tribes. Also allows additional kinds of gambling at tribal casinos.

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Allows licensed Native American tribes and gambling companies to
offer online sports betting. If passed, licensed tribes must give up
some of their rights under federal law.
